Shortly thereafter, he re-
ceived word that his platoon had received a”heavy mortar
attack and incurred many casualties. Again, with complete dis-
regard for his ovm safety, Privete Grimes started wack across
the hundred meters of terrain raked with enery fire to reach-
his platoon. After having treveled about half that distance,
he was wounded, Disregerding his wounds, Trivate Grires ¢on-
tinued forward until he reached the platoon, Immediately, and
complctely exrosed to enemy fire, Private (rimes began to
move throughout the arez to treat his wounded comrades. On
several ocecasions, he drew heavy e¢cnemy fire and, without
hesitztion, he placed himsclf between the enewmy and the wounded
in order to shield them from further injury. Private First
